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make other choices for their children for 2020-21, the district’s apportionment will
decrease, which will force us to make some decisions regarding expenditures.

I  The first day of school was moved from Sept. 2 to Sept. 8, to allow staff to use some
professional development days (also referred to as “purple days”), which had been
slated for later in the year, to help staff prepare for remove learning. The district is
still required to provide 180 days of school, averaging six hours per day.
